A “SPOT” of news... Greetings from Jackson, MS the sauna in the South!

The first wave of our members coming down and pulling trailers all had tire blowouts on their
trailers, including myself. So | think it is time to have a trailer safety seminar...I will check out
possibilities and let you know.

Here are a few quick things | learned. The faster you drive the more the air in the tires heat
up and the pressure builds in the tires causing blow outs. This also happens if the tires are
too low, because tire blowouts on trailers is VERY common checking tire pressures on the
trailer and tow vehicle are ALWAYS a good idea. The right equipment need to be kept in the
truck and trailer so you can be prepared for roadside emergencies like fire extinguishers, first
aid kit for people and horses, spare tires for both vehicles, jacks and/or A ramps (drive up
ramps) and pieces of wood to help level out areas if needed, contact information of someone
for you and the animals, medical information for people/animals, doctor/vet information and
consent forms for treatment of the animals in the trailer should you not be able to communi-
cate with first responders. These are all things we should think about, a plan of action. Think
about it...I know | have.

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A FEW THINGS EVERY HORSE OWNER SHOULD KNOW

While we like to think our animals will continually be healthy there will always be a time when we need to have a veterinarian
out for something. It is always good to know your own horse’s personality; it will also help you describe what is out of the ordinary
for your horse to your vet and to keep a sick horse from getting sicker. Study them in the pasture, in the barn; get to know their
movements and activities and eating habits. As a horse owner, you must take the responsibility of learning first aid for your horse
and also the normal vital signs, temperature and pulse, among other things for them. These questions will most likely be some of the
first questions your vet will ask you when you call their office, you will need to have these answers on hand for him so that he may be
able to assist you if he thinks there are something you can do to help your horse out before he gets there. An accurate observation
is what your veterinarian depends upon in order to help your horse out in the most cost effective and precise ways.

There are a few things you need to keep track of during your daily assessments:

-Check to see how much feed your horse(s) is consuming. For example, if a normally eager eater suddenly slows down or stops
eating all together, you will know something could be wrong.

-Always check the amount of water consumed by each horse. The average horse normally drinks between 5 -10 gallons of water
per day depending on the air temperature, activity level, and whether the horse eats mostly grass or hay. Hay takes more water to
digest.

-Check on the amount of manure produced by your horse(s). You can depend on cleaning up about 8 piles of well formed, firm
manure (depending on the size of the horse) a day from your horse’s stall. This will be more difficult to keep an eye on if your horse
is on pasture. Remember, runny manure is a sign of nerves but can also be a sign of illness.

*Visually check your horse(s) daily for anything out of the ordinary *Check for lumps, bruises, scrapes, punctures, runny noses
and eyes

*Always, check your horse’s hooves for signs of infection (usually a really bad smell or discharge coming from the hoof) and loose
shoes. All of this can be done with a good daily hoof cleaning

Learning the horse’s vital signs.....could save your horse’s life. This should be taught to everyone who owns horses. When you
call a vet to have them come out for an emergency farm visit one of the first questions they will (should) ask is what your horses’ vital
signs are. They want to know this so they will know if your horse is in a dire situation and also so they can assist you in getting your
horse more stabilized, if needed, until they get there.

**Before anything goes wrong you should become familiar with your horse’s vital signs. Take your horse’s pulse, respiration and
temperature over a few days at different times so that you can come up with average rates.**

PULSE

Average pulse rate for horses is between 27 and 43 beats per minute (BPM). The horse’s pulse is taken in much the same way as a
human’s pulse except maybe not in the same places. There are two ways to check your horse’s pulse; with a stethoscope or by
pressing two fingers on the large artery that runs under the horse’s cheekbone. Inexpensive stethoscopes can be purchased from
veterinary catalogs, feed stores and also at medical supply stores. To check pulse with the stethoscope, place the stethoscope in
front of the girth area, just behind the horse’s elbow. Starting at zero (0), count the number of beats you hear or feel, in 15 seconds
and multiply that value by four. This will give you the number of beats per minute (BPM).

TEMPERATURE

Horse’s normal body temperature is between 98F and 100F. Horse’s temperatures are taken rectally. A livestock thermometer can
be purchased from your feed store, tack store and even through a lot of animal supply catalogs. A livestock thermometer has a loop
at the end of it for a string to attach to it. The string should then be attached to a clip which will be attached to the horse’s tail. An
accurate reading is reached in about 2 minutes. Remember, don’t let go of the thermometer- and if it does disappear, that is what
the string and clip are used for. The string will help you pull it out if it does suddenly disappear.

CAUTION- Some horses don’t like having their temperature taken, so proceed with caution. A tasty treat at the front end
usually helps them forget what is going on with the back end. If you get a nasty reaction to your temperature taking,
Ask an experienced horseperson for help. They won’t mind helping.

Remember...it is very important to keep your veterinarian’s name and number handy for everyone in the barn. An easy way to do
this is to keep a chalkboard or dry erase board in the aisle of your barn near your crossties or by the phone with your veterinarian’s
name, number and your barn address and number. If you have a cordless phone or any phone for that matter, you could always
attach your veterinarian’s name and number to the back of it so it is always handy wherever the phone may be.
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
